Anti-Doping
By entering this event, you agree to abide by the rules and regulations governing 
the championships and declare that you are aware of the Anti-Doping 
regulations and procedures as set out in Section E and Appendix G of the WSF 
World Championship Regulations. You accept that you may be tested under 
these regulations at any stage of the championships and will be subject to the 
penalties set out in the World Championship Regulations if the test(s) prove 
positive. This declaration covers participation throughout all stages of the event, 
including plate rounds.

WSF Anti-Doping Useful Information – World Squash

Clothing
Players must wear clothing suitable for squash. If the Referee determines there’s 
a conflict in shirt colour, the lower ranked player must change their shirt. On the 
all-glass court, there must be a clear difference in shirt colour.

Player Withdrawal
A player may withdraw without penalty before 12:00pm on the Monday prior to 
the start of the tournament. Any withdrawal after this deadline and before the 
start of a player’s first match is considered a late withdrawal. Withdrawal after 
the start of the tournament must be notified to the Event Director as soon 
as possible by email with a valid reason. The reason for withdrawal should then 
be confirmed within 7 days. In the event of illness or injury, written confirmation 
should be accompanied by a letter of explanation from a parent or coach and a 
medical certificate.
